ice the effect upon the tides than does the Sun. The Moon makes one rotation and
completes a rotation around the Earth every 27 days, 7 hours, and 43 minutes. This
synchronous rotation is caused by an uneven distribution of the mass in the Moon and has

allowed the Earth’s gravity to keep one side of the Moon permanently facing Earth. The
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surface gravity of the Moon is about one-sixth that of the Earth’s. Therefore, a man
weighing 82 kilograms on Earth would only weigh 14 kilograms on the Moon/thwuwntip/. The
Moon also has no active tectonic or volcanic activity, so the erosive effects of atmospheric
weathering, tectonic shifts, and volcanic upheavals that tend to erase and reform the Earth’s
surface features are not at work on the Moon. Even tiny surface features such as the
footprint left by an astronaut in the lunar soil are likely to last for millions of years, unless
obliterated by a chance meteorite strike. The geographical features of the Earth most like
that of the Moon are, in fact places such as the Hawaiian volcanic craters and the huge
meteor crater in Arizona/odwunwl dwupwdwuubip/.

1. Block quotes are used only “If a quotation runs more than four lines in your paper”

(Gibaldi 110).

2. Always use a colon at the end of the signal phrase.

3. Quotation marks are not used to open/close block quotes.

4. Block quotes are indented 10 spaces from the left margin, but if a 10 space
indentation makes the block quote match up with the paper’s standard paragraph
indentation then it is acceptable to indent the block quote an additional tab space. It is not
acceptable for paragraph indentations and block quote indentations to match up, for the
block quote indentation must be deeper.

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6. Punctuation goes at the end of the quote’s final sentence, not after the page
number.

APA Style

In-Text Quotations

When using APA format, follow the author-date method of citation. This means that the
author's last name and the year of publication for the source should appear in the text, and
a complete reference should appear in the reference list.

Examples:

Smith (1970) compared reaction times . . .

In a recent study of reaction times (Smith, 1970), . . .

In 1970, Smith compared reaction times . . .

Short Quotations

To indicate short quotations (fewer than 40 words) in your text, enclose the quotation
within double quotation marks. Provide the author, year, and specific page citation in the
text, and include a complete reference in the reference list. Punctuation marks such as
periods, commas, and semicolons should appear after the parenthetical citation. Question
marks and exclamation points should appear within the quotation marks if they are a part of
the quotation but after the parenthetical citation if they are a part of your text. When
paraphrasing, the citation (author and page number) must still be included. Paraphrasing is

preferred over direct quoting. Examples: She stated, "The placebo effect disappeared when
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behaviors were studied in this manner" (Miele, 1993, p. 276), but she did not clarify which
behaviors were studied.

Long Quotations

Place quotations longer than 40 words in a freestanding block of typewritten lines, and
omit quotation marks. Start the quotation on a new line, indented five spaces from the left
margin. Type the entire quotation on the new margin, and indent the first line of any
subsequent paragraph within the quotation five spaces from the new margin. Maintain
double-spacing throughout. The parenthetical citation should come after closing
punctuation mark. Example:

Miele's 1993 study found the following: The placebo effect disappeared when behaviors
were studied in this manner. Furthermore, the behaviors were never exhibited again, even
when real drugs were administered. Earlier studies conducted by the same group of
researchers at the hospital were clearly premature in attributing the results to a placebo
effect. (p. 276)

Your Reference List

Your reference list should appear at the end of your essay. It provides the information
necessary for a reader to locate and retrieve any source you cite in the essay. Each source
you cite in the essay must appear in your reference list; likewise, each entry in the
reference list must be cited in your text.

Basic Rules

The first line of each entry in your reference list should be on the left margin.
Subsequent lines should be indented five spaces from the margin. All references should be
double-spaced. Capitalize only the first word of a title or subtitle of a work. Italicize titles of
books and journals. Note that the italicizing in these entries often continues beneath
commas and periods. Each entry is separated from the next by a double space (thus the

entire reference list is double spaced, with no extra returns added). Authors' names are
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inverted (last name first); give last name and initials for all authors of a particular work.
Your reference list should be alphabetized by authors' last names. If you have more than
one work by a particular author, order them by publication date, oldest to newest (thus a
1991 article would appear before a 1996 article). When an author appears as a sole author
and as the first author of a group, list the one-author entries first. If no author is given for a
particular source, alphabetize by the title of the piece and use a shortened version of the
title for parenthetical citations. Use "&" instead of “and” on the reference page and only
within parentheses when citing multiple authors of a single work in your text. Examples:

According to Smith “and” Miele...

Both authors found that the “placebo effect disappeared, even when real drugs were
administered” (Smith & Miele).

Basic Forms for Sources in Print

e An article in a periodical (such as a journal, newspaper, or magazine)

You need list only the volume number if the periodical uses continuous pagination
throughout a particular volume. If each issue begins with page 1, then you should list the
issue number as well: Title of Periodical,

Volume (Issue), pages.

e A non periodical (such as a book, report, brochure, or audiovisual media)

Author, A. A. (Year of Publication). Title of work: Capital letter also for subtitle. Location:
Publisher. For "Location," you should always list the city, but you should also include the
state if the city is unfamiliar or if the city could be confused with one in another state.

e Part of a non-periodical (such as a book chapter or an article in a collection)

Author, A. A., & Author, B. B. (Year of Publication). Title of chapter. In A. Editor & B.
Editor (Eds.), Title of book (pages of chapter). Location: Publisher.
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When you list the pages of the chapter or essay in parentheses after the book title, use
"pp." before the numbers: (pp. 1-21). This abbreviation, however, does not appear before
the page numbers in periodical references.

On Footnotes and Endnotes

Because long explanatory notes can be distracting to readers, most academic style
guidelines (including MLA and APA) recommend limited use of footnotes/endnotes. An
exception is Chicago-style documentation, which relies on notes for all citations as well as
explanatory notes. But even in that case, extensive discursive notes are discouraged. Proper
use of notes would include:

o Evaluative bibliographic comments:

The notes themselves are listed by consecutive superscript arabic numbers and appear
double-spaced in regular paragraph format (a new paragraph for each note) on a separate

page under the word Footnotes (centered, in plain text without quotation marks).

The Expression of power in Ancient Egyptian and Greek Art

Ancient Greek religious art expresses a restraint sense of power, whereas ancient
Egyptian religious art expresses an oppressive sense of power.

Egyptian temples, tombs and sculptures are massive, whereas Greek ones are moderate
in size. Greek temples were structures built to house deity statues within Greek sanctuaries
in ancient Greek religion. The temple interiors did not serve as meeting places, since the
sacrifices and rituals dedicated to the respective deity took place outside them. The
Parthenon, the most famous of them, is dedicated to the goddess Athena, whom people of
Athens considered their patron. The Parthenon is regarded an enduring symbol of ancient
Greece, Athenian democracy and western civilization, and one of the world’s greatest
cultural monuments. Another temple for its outstanding properties is the temple of Athena
Nike. Nike means victory in Greek, and Athena was worshipped in this form as goddess of
victory in war and wisdom. The statue of Nike was originally the ‘winged victory’ goddess.
The Athena Nike statue’s absence of wings led Athenians in later centuries to call it Apteros
Nike or wingless victory, and the story arose that the statue ws deprived of wings so that it

could never leave the city.
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Egyptian temples were built for the official worship of the gods and in commemoration of
the pharaohs in ancient Egypt and regions under Egyptian control. Temples were seen as
houses for the gods or kings to whom they were dedicated. Within them the Egyptians
performed a variety of rituals, the central functions of Egyptian religion: giving offerings to
the gods. These rituals were seen as necessary for the gods to continue the divine order of
the universe. The most important part of the temple was the sanctuary, which typically
contained a cult image, a statue of its god. The temples also contained a series of enclosed
halls, open courts, and massive entrance pylons aligned along the path used for festive
processions.

Egyptian art is unchanging and rigid, whereas Greek art changes and becomes
naturalistic and realistic. Ancient Egyptian art reached a high level in painting and
sculpture, and was both highly stylized and symbolic. It was famously conservative, and
Egyptian styles changed remarkably little over more than three thousand years. Much of the
surviving art comes from tombs and monuments and thus there is a emphasis on life after
death and the preservation of knowledge of the past. Greek art is mainly five forms:
architecture, sculpture, painting, pottery and jewelry making. It absorbed influences of
Eastern civilizations of Roman art and its patrons, and the new religion of Orthodox
Christianity in the Bysantine era and absorbed Italian and European ideas during the period
of Romanticism, until the Modernist and Postmodernist.

Egyptian art depicts a divine pharaoh, whereas Greek art depicts humanized gods. For
thousand years Egyptian civilization was ruled by royal dynasties. Some of them were very
famous in history fr their work that they had left behind. The magnificient tombs and
monuments that were raised in their honour tell us a lot about their lifestyles and how they
belong to that particular era. The Egyptian view of life: life is good because we have a divine
ruler to guide and provide for us (so the divine ruler must appear very powerful). On the
other hand the Greek worshipped many gods, each with a distinct personality and domain.
There were twelve principal deities in the Greek panthenon. Formost was Zeus, his two
brothers, Hades and Poseidon, Hera, Zeus’s sister and wife. Wise Athena and youthful

Apollo. Apollo’s twin sister Artemis, Hermes, Aphrodite, Dionysos, Ares and lame
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Hephaistos. The Greek view of life contrasts with their view of the gods. Life is hard, but
even the gods have problems despite being immortal, beautiful and ageless.

There are even significant differences in painting. Papyrus was used by ancient Egyptians
for writing and painting. Papyrus is relatively fragile, lasting at most a century or two in a
library, and though used all over the classical world has only survived when buried in the
very dry conditions of Egypt, and even then is often in poor condition. Papyrus texts
illustrate all dimensions of ancient Egyptian life and include literary, religious, historical and
administrative documents. The ancient Greek painted but very little of their work remains.
The most enduring paintings were those found decorating ceramic pottery. Two major
styles include red figure /against a black background/ and black figure /against a red
background/ pottery. These painted vases were often made in specific shapes for specific
daily uses-storing and transporting wine and foodstuffs, drawing water, drinking wine or
water. The pictures on the pottery often depicted heroic and tragic stories of gods and
humans. Their pictorial decorations provided insights into many aspects of Athenian life.

Thus, the Greek express power moderately and gracefully, whereas the Egyptians express
power oppressively. The Greek view emphasizes man’s dignity as a free and responsible
creature doing the best he can in an unpredictable and harsh world. The Egyptian view
emphasizes man’s dependence on the pharaoh and his need for continued obedience if he
is to enjoy the good life made possible by his divine ruler.

Some other maggots, on the other hand, such as those of
the scew-worm eat live tissue. They must be avoided. When blowfly eggs hatch in a
patient’s wound, the maggots eat the dead flesh where gangrene-causing bacteria
thrive. They alo excrete compounds that are lethal to bacteria they don’t happen to
swallow. Meanwhile, they ignore live flesh, and in fact, give it a gentle growth-
stimulating massage simply by crawling over it. When they metamorphose into flies,
they leave without a trace- although in the process, they might upset the hospital staff

as they squirm around in a live patient. When sulfa drugs, the first antibiotics,
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emerged around the time of World War IlI, maggot therapy quickly faded ino
obscurity.

Japan Paves Way for Big Foreign Influx

Overseas student numbers in Japan have soared by 32 per cent in just one year, the
ministry of education has revealed. There are now 41,000 foreign students at higher
education institutions in the country. The new figures from the ministry (Monbusho) indicate
steady progress towards the government's target of 100,000 foreign students studying in
Japan by the end of the decade. They include students undertaking specialized courses at
vocational schools as well as those attending junior colleges, universities and graduate
schools. The number of foreign students enrolled for university degree and postgraduate
courses now stands at 16,177 and 12,383 respectively. The University of Tokyo, the
country's highest ranked university, and Waseda University, one of the country's top private
schools, are the two most popular destinations. One thousand one hundred and sixty-one
foreign students are studying at the University of Tokyo and 1,061 foreign students are
studying at Waseda University. The Monbusho's survey shows that 91 per cent of Japan's
foreign students are from the nearby Asian countries of China, South Korea and Taiwan.
The contingent of 18,063 Chinese students represents the largest national group,
accounting for 44 per cent of Japan's total intake of foreign students. Only 1,180 of Japan's
growing number of foreign students are from the United States, a number that the
Monbusho would like to see increase. It is also keen to attract more students from the
United Kingdom and other European states. Most of Japan's foreign students are paying
their own tuition fees. Only 4,961 students are receiving scholarships from the Japanese
government and 1,026 students are sponsored by their own governments. The most

popular courses are related to economics, business and finance, followed by engineering
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and industrial design. Record numbers of foreign scientists are also being recruited by
Japanese research laboratories to compensate for the shortfall in Japanese graduates
interested in taking up careers in science. The lure of higher wages and more attractive
working conditions is encouraging many of Japan's best graduates to take up posts in the
business sector. University research is proving an unpopular career option. Low wages, and
poor promotion prospects, have discouraged many science graduates from considering
careers in academia. Susumu Tonegawa, one of the few Japanese scientists to be awarded a
Nobel Prize, has repeatedly criticised the inflexible career structures in Japanese research
laboratories. In universities, he says, young scientists spend most of their time as assistant
researchers running errands for their professors. Careers in science are also associated
with long hours in poor working conditions. "Science lacks appeal for Japan's affluent, and
increasingly leisure-oriented, young people," says lecturer Noboru Oda. In spite of efforts to
popularise science in the nation's schools, many high school graduates entering higher
education are rejecting places in science faculties and opting for courses in the arts and
social sciences.
